Write down license plate 
numbers (even partial) and 
vehicle description. 

 Communicate with neighbors 
and CVHNA when crime is 
reported. 

 Mark all valuables using the    
OPERATION IDENTIFICATON 
Program. 

 Schedule a HOME SECURITY   
SURVEY with the Dallas Police

HOW TO REPORT SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY 
 

 Call 911 
 Identify yourself by name and ad-

dress 
 Relay all pertinent information 
 Give exact location of crime or ac-

tivity 
 Use active, present tense verbs 
 Remain in contact with dispatcher 

until all information has been ob-
tained. 

 Do not confront the situation your-
self. WAIT FOR DPD! 

 If the crime is in progress, BE SURE TO 
USE THE WORDS IN PROGRESS!!! 

 
WHAT IS A SUSPCIOUS ACTIVITY 
 

 If it makes you uncomfortable, or 
raises questions, call 911. 

 Innocent people will  explain why 
they are there; criminals will not 
have a valid reason.
